February 2020 - Month at a Glance  

Rearing  

The growth of our biomass has primarily 

been precipitated by the growth of our 

Chinook. We now have 1200kg of Chinook 

biomass. This biomass is now spread be-

tween our Mill Hatchery and our Duck Lake 

Hatchery.  

 Ponding and subsequent rearing of both 

Coho and Chum is now underway.  

Temperature at the Mill Hatchery is 6 de-

grees Celsius and the Duck Lake Hatchery is 

at 4 degrees Celsius at month end. Weõve 

continued to implement volunteer re-

sources in feeding and rearing activities.  

 

Maintenance  

We have continued with our  revamp of the 

egg take area at the Alex Dobler Salmon 

Center, to improve lighting, work flow, and 

aesthetics.  

Capilano Highway Services provided some 

repairs to the parking area at Lang Creek.  

Some pruning was done around the AD 

Salmon Centre.  

Our upper footbridge railing was repaired 

at Lang Creek.  

  

 

Water Quality data collection continued 

with biweekly sampling of the Lang Creek 

Watershed). Routine sampling includes a 

test for color, pH, turbidity, temperature, 

salinity flow, and general weather condi-

tions.
